
Jobling Gowler Art Competition 2011

Jobling Gowler host exhibitions by groups of local artists including the Moving Clay Group, Cheshire Textiles and textile21 in their spacious reception area.  The displays change  four or five times a year and include paintings, ceramics, glass, textiles, photography and other media.

Inspired by the success of the art exhibitions, Jobling Gowler decided to hold the first of a biennial art competition in 2009 to encourage artists with associations in the East Cheshire area. It was a great success and so the second competition will take place in 2011. 

In July, 2009 the art competition was linked to the  first Three Shires Textile Festival , taking as its the theme  “Silk” in recognition of Macclesfield’s textile heritage.

The theme of the 2011 competition will be ‘East Cheshire- its Plain and Peaks’

The winners of the Jobling Gowler Art Competition 2011 will be announced at a reception at 250 Park Laneon 16th June 2011. The work of the finalists will be displayed at Jobling Gowler until September 2011.
The overall prize winner will receive £500 and there are category prizes of £200. The closing date for entries is 25th March 2011. Full details regarding eligibility, media and key dates appear below

ELIGIBILITY:
1.
The competition is open to entry from all artists – professional and amateur aged 16 and over as at the 1st July 2011 who have either:-


a.
Been born,


b.
Educated or

c.
Reside within the Cheshire East Unitary Authority.
2. Only one exhibit per entrant is allowed.
THEME:

3.
The theme of the competition in 2011 is “East Cheshire – its Plain and Peaks”. The judges will be looking for the artists to capture the  essence of the area in which we live.
SPECIFICATION:
4.
The exhibit can be presented in any medium with the proviso that paintings or wall hangings of any kind must not exceed 100 x 150 cms. and 3D exhibits, which will be housed in cabinets, must not exceed 35cms width x 35cms height x 30cms depth.  All exhibits must be easily carried by one person.

Each entry must be clearly labelled with the following information:-

SUBMISSION OF ENTRIES:

Entries are submitted by signing the completed entry form and posting it to Jobling Gowler at 250 Park Lane Macclesfield Cheshire SK11 8AD, but photographs of the entry can be transferred electronically as set out below.
7.
Up to 3 images of your entry must accompany the completed application form and must be sent either by way of:-

Photograph, with name address and contact details on the reverse, title of 
work, media and age if under 22.

Electronically in J peg format and under 500KB in size per file forwarded to

8.
Receipt of entries will be acknowledged by email or post.

INSURANCE, PACKAGING AND TRANSPORT OF EXHIBITS:
9.
Transport of exhibits to and from 250 Park Lane will be the responsibility of the entrant.

10.
All exhibits must be securely packaged in such a way that they are capable of being stored between final judging and hanging of the exhibition at 250 Park Lane.

11.
All wall hangings or paintings must come with D rings and cords ready for hanging or such other fixings as are necessary.

12.
Insurance for entries is the responsibility of the entrant throughout the judging procedure and the exhibition.
13.
Jobling Gowler LLP is not responsible for any loss or damage to exhibits.

14.
Entrants are strongly advised to effect their own insurance cover.

DATES:

15.
The last date for submission of entries is Friday 25th March 2011.

16.
The first round of judging is based on the photographic images submitted. Entrants will be informed by 22nd April 2011 whether their exhibit has been selected for the next round of judging.

17.
The exhibits for the second round of judging must be brought to 250 Park Lane between 9.00 am and 10.00 am on Saturday 30th April 2011. Details for collection of exhibits will be given .
18.
Following the final judging prize winners will be notified during May 2011.  

19.
The exhibition of all finalists and prize winners’ work will be hung at 250 Park Lane in readiness for the on 16th June 2011. 

20
The prize winners will be announced at a reception at 250 Park Lane on 16th June 2011 to which all finalists and prize winners will be invited.
EXHIBITION:

21.
The entrant agrees that their exhibit, if selected as a finalist, will be remain at 250 Park Lane, Macclesfield, Cheshire prior to the announcement of the winners on 16th June 2011 and will remain on display until September 2011.
22.
If you wish your entry to be for sale during the exhibition, the price for the exhibit must be submitted, in writing, and signed by the entrant.  Any potential purchasers will be put in contact with the artist direct.  Items, however, must remain in the exhibition until the end of its run.  NO COMMISSION WILL BE CHARGED ON ANY SALES MADE BY THE ENTRANT OF THEIR RESPECTIVE EXHIBIT.
